Doping-controls:
Doping-controls within the German Kennel Club (VDH) 

- Sighthound racing -
1.
Doping controls can be carried out at all international and national VDH events within the Federal Republic of Germany without having to point this out when advertising the events. The basis for this ruling is the Animal Protection Law (Tierschutzgesetz) of Germany and the European Union.
A dog, which is brought to a race-course by his owner for the purpose of participating in a performance trial, must not have any of the substances mentioned in the VDH’s list of substance groups in his tissues, his body fluids or his excrements on the day of the race or the performance trial.

In the case of dogs who are under medical care or who were under medical care until a few days prior to the race, the proprietor/owner fills out a form (see appendix) which indicates the type, quantity and times when the substance was given and has this confirmed by the attending veterinary surgeon.

As a result of the entry on this form, the racetrack veterinary surgeon/ doping veterinary surgeon decides on approving a start. The halftime values of the substances are used as a decision-making basis. A list of the substances and their halftime values is available from the racing clubs for racetrack veterinary surgeons. The owner is released from any sanctions if the listed substances are found later if a doping control is carried out.

The VDH Substance Group List is comprised of the following:

· substances, which affect the central or peripheral nervous system

· substances, which affect the vegetative nervous system

· substances, which affect the gastro-intestinal tract

· substances, which affect the heart and circulatory system

· substances, which affect the locomotorium

· substances, which lower fevers, kill pain, have an anti-inflammatory effect

· substances with an antibiotic, antimycotic, antiviral affect

· substances, which have an affect on blood clotting

· substances with a cell-damaging effect

· antihistamines

· diuretics

· local anaesthetics

· muscle relaxors

· respiratory stimulants

· sexual hormones (exception: preparations to prevent bitches from going into season)

· anabolics

· corticosteroids

· endocrine secretions and their synthetic homology

Doping is said to exist if a substance is found, regardless of the quantity, which belongs to the aforementioned substance groups. There is a marginal value of 2,000 Ng/ml for the substance Theobromin.
2.
The VDH Chairman for sight hound racing decides, in agreement with the responsible VDH board member, on the number and location of the doping controls. The VDH bears the incurred costs from the Doping Pool, which is financed by a surcharge on the registration fees for all the racing events held by the VDH.
3.
VDH member clubs can hold their own doping controls when they hold their own race events, after agreeing this with the Chairman. The VDH member clubs will bear the costs for this.
4. 
The race-track veterinary surgeon can carry out a doping control at any time in the event of suspicion in agreement with the arbitration tribunal. In this, only the veterinary surgeon decides how the blood / the urine will be taken from the dog. The organising VDH member club is always responsible for the costs.
5.
Doping controls should be carried out for final races, if possible. As a rule, the final races that will be checked are drawn at those races determined beforehand. The samples are then taken from the winner of the race as well as from one other dog occupying the place in this final which was drawn before the start. The dog is given sufficient time after the race, to excrete urine in a natural way. A time limit of one hour is expected. The urine sample is checked and recorded by an official companion (e.g. judge). Once the time limit passes, the doping veterinary surgeon will have to catheterize and/or take blood from the dog.
6.
An A and a B sample are taken. A minimum volume of 20 millilitres of blood and urine are required for each of the two samples. The containers with the samples are sealed by the veterinary surgeon and must be labelled using a code or marked as identification. The A sample is sent to a laboratory qualified and recognised for doping analyses as quickly as possible by the veterinary surgeon. The B sample remains with the doping veterinary surgeon and will be sent to another recognised laboratory if required. After notifying the owner of the dog that the doping test was positive, he has the right to demand to have the B sample analysed at his own costs. He must claim this with the Chairman for sight hound racing (Obmann für Windhundrennwesen) within 10 days after having been informed.  These statements must be made in writing. If the owner of the dog does not avail himself of this right, then the findings of the A sample will be considered as being acknowledged.

In the event of an analytic requirement, the VDH always has the right to have the B sample analysed.
7.
With the registration for a race, which is drawn according to the VDH racing regulations (Rennrahmenordnung) the owner states that he is prepared to acknowledge the conditions outlined in the appendix and to submit himself to these conditions. Furthermore, he declares he is always prepared to subject his dog to a control if required and that he will support the veterinary surgeon in any way possible. 
8.
In the event of proof that one of the substances listed above is present, a dog placed will have to be disqualified subsequently by the VDH commission for sight hounds races (Windhundrennausschuss), regardless of any blame on behalf of the proprietor and/or owner or his representative.
9.
Regardless of this, the commission for sight hounds races can, at the suggestion of the Chairman for sight hound racing pronounce measures from the following catalogue of sanctions, depending on the severity of the offence.
10.
Catalogue of Sanctions

The dog will be banned for a minimum of 6 months to a maximum of 3 years from all races that are held within the area of the VDH.

The owner and/or the proprietors can be blocked with all the dogs they have in their possession for a minimum of 6 months to a maximum of 3 years.

The owner and/or the proprietor as joint and several debtors will be responsible for all the costs incurred in testing their dog and the analysis samples without proof of blame.

The name of the owner and/or the proprietor of the dog will be published in the organs of the VDH and the member clubs along with the pronounced sanctions.

The FCI General Committee and the national associations of the Cdl will be notified of the respective measures and will be asked to accept the sanctions.

The Chairman will notify the affected party by registered mail of the actions recommended by the commission for sight hounds races.

Objections can be filed against the decisions of the commission for sight hounds races. These objections must be filed to following address by registered mail within 14 days after documented receipt of the decision:
