DopingRegulations

General

1. In these regulations, doping will be understood as follows: every substance or medication that leads to influencing the overall performance of the dog in an artificial manner.

2. Any type of doping, beyond what is stipulated below under ‘substances’, is strictly prohibited.

3. A doping check can be performed at any race or coursing.

4. The president of the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport” will appoint a delegate before the race at which a doping check will be performed, under whose responsibility the doping check will be performed.

5. The delegate of the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport” can determine which dogs will be eligible for a doping check.

6. In the case of a dog already having once before been ascertained as doped, the delegate of the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport” can decide to summon forth the dog concerned for another check.

7. By registering the dog for a competition, the owner declares that all cooperation will be given in regards to a doping check, in the case he or she is summoned for one. If so, he or she must make the dog available for the taking of urine and / or blood samples.

Course of Action

8. By registering the dog for a competition, the owner obligates himself or herself to full cooperation in regards to a doping check, in the case that his or her dog is summoned for one. 

9. In regards to the doping check, a veterinarian will take a urine and / or blood sample from the dog, which will be separated into two parts and will be labelled as sample A and sample B.

10. For the A sample as well as the B sample, the veterinarian will then provide the name followed by the NHSB number (or, in case this concerns a foreign dog, the registration number from a pedigree register that is recognized by the FCI (CDL)), as well as the identification number of the concerned dog from whom the sample has been taken.

11. The owner is obliged to work along with the taking of urine and / or blood samples from his or her dog in such a way that the sample taking can run as smoothly and as efficiently as possible.

12. The delegate of the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport” carries the responsibility for dispatching the A sample as well as the B sample to an independent research authority appointed by the  “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport”.

13. The search for the presence of certain substances, by which doping applies, will be performed on sample A.

14. Within four weeks after taking the urine and / or blood sample, the owner of the dog will receive the result of the examination in the form of a letter with confirmation of receipt via the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport”. 

15. The contra expertise will take place as soon as possible once the request for it has been received by the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport” and will be performed on the B sample.In case the result of the examination indicates that the presence of doping has been ascertained in the A sample, the owner of the dog has the opportunity to request a contra expertise at the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport” within two weeks upon receipt of the results of the examination.
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16. No later than four weeks after receipt of the request for contra expertise, the owner of the dog will receive the result of the examination by letter with confirmation of receipt from the  “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport”.

17. In principle, the costs for the doping investigation will come at the expense of the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport”. Nevertheless, in case doping has been ascertained, the owner of the dog is required to pay the costs of the examination. 

18. In principle, the costs of the contra expertise come at the expense of the owner of the dog. Nevertheless, if the results of the contra expertise indicate that the B sample does not contain doping, then the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport” will carry the costs of the contra expertise as well as the costs of the first investigation.

19. Dogs under medical treatment are not allowed to take part in races or coursings.  

Substances

20. Under doping it will be understood, in any case, as substances intended under article 1, such as:

· those which have an effect on the central or peripheral nervous system;

· those which have an effect on the vegetative nervous system;

· those which have an effect on the digestive and gastrointestinal system;

· those which have an effect on the heart and on blood circulation;

· those which have an effect on the locomotion;

· those which have an antipyretic, analgetic and anti-inflammatory effect;

· those which have an antibiotic and antimycotic effect;

· those which influence blood coagulation;

· antihistamines (against allergies);

· diuretics;

· local anaesthesia;

· muscle relaxers;

· respiration stimulants;

· sex hormones;

· antibiotics;

· corticosteroids;

· endocrine secretions and their synthetic derivatives.

Sanctions

21. After the term in which the owner of the dog can request contra expertise has expired, or after the investigation as a result of the contra expertise has once again shown a positive result, the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport” can determine the outcome of every race that the concerned dog has run during the competition in which the doping check has been performed as though the dog concerned has not taken part in the race.

22. In case the contra expertise does not confirm the result of the A sample on which doping has been found, the outcome of the race will be determined according to the original outcome.

23. If the result of the doping check is found to be positive, a complaint from the “Commissie voor de Windhondenrensport” will be submitted to the Board of Discipline against the owner of the dog and / or the person who can be regarded as owner during the race or coursing. 
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
