To enter into the Netherlands a dog must possess an E.U. animal passport,
a microchip or legible tattoo and a valid vaccination against rabies.
Admittance:
§ 4.10: Six dogs per breed and sex. In addition the European Champions of 2010
can defend their title. 
If there are less than 6 dogs of a breed participating, there will not be a title. However, in special circumstances the FCI/CDL-inspector can decide, after consulting the judges, to adjudge a title.
If there are less than 4 dogs of a breed competing, there will be no title for this breed.
Before the date of closure the dogs must have got no disqualification in the last two coursings. Disqualification between the closing date and the European championships precludes participation.


Participation CACNL: Dogs that will compete for the Dutch CACNL have to send simultaneous with the entry a copy of a result U (excellent) at a dogshow in the Netherlands, gained at the age of more than 15 months.

Muzzles:
All breeds, included the Irish Wolfhound and the Italian Greyhound, are obliged to wear a muzzle.

Awards:
For the European Champion:  a red jacket of honour

For the other finalists:  banners
All the contestants will receive a souvenir.


Judges:
The national organizations are asked to send a list of available judges at the same time as sending the entryform.

Responsability:
§ 1.11 of the F.C.I. Regulations is followed. Though neither the organizer, nor the  officials are responsible for injuries and accidents incurred by the dogs owners, the dogs or the officials. Likewise they accept no responsibility in case of escaped dogs.
The owner of a dog is not responsible if his dog injures another dog during a coursing. In all other cases a dog’s owner has the full responsibility for his dog.
